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Effective June 1, 2008, the Commission is adopting BC Instrument 22-502 to replace the current 
Registration Transfer Rules. 

Substance and purpose of the Instrument  
The purpose of the Instrument is to allow the Investment Industry Regulatory Organization of Canada 
(IIROC), as the successor organization to the Investment Dealers Association of Canada (IDA), to 
continue to conduct registration activities.
